Public hearing commencing on April 11, 2011 at the Edmonton EXPO Centre

The public hearing for the Heartland Transmission Project commences at 9 a.m. on April 11, 2011 at the
Edmonton EXPO Centre. The following is important information regarding the hearing and the EXPO
facility for participants in the public hearing.

The hearing:

The Commission has booked the EXPO Centre for the hearing from April 11 to May 13, 2011, but
depending on the evidence and number of participants in the hearing, the hearing may end earlier than
May 13. Please note that there will be no hearing on April 20, April 22 (Good Friday) and April 25
(Easter Monday).

The hearing will take place weekdays at the EXPO Centre. From Monday to Thursday the hearing will
start at 9 a.m. and finish at 5 p.m., with a morning and afternoon break, and a lunch break from 12 p.m. to
1 p.m. On Fridays the hearing will start at 8:30 a.m. and finish at 1:30 p.m. with no lunch break.
Depending upon the progress of the hearing the Commission also intends to sit some evenings. The
Commission will advise parties about evening sessions in due course.

The hearing is open to the public. A separate room in the EXPO Centre, which will have a live television
feed of the hearing will also be available to the public. This room will have tables and chairs and
information about the AUC and our hearing process.

The Commission will hold an evening community hearing session in Sherwood Park on April 20 at 7 p.m.
at the Coast Edmonton East hotel. As only one person registered for the community hearing session in
Bon Accord, and one registered for the session in Fort Saskatchewan and there were no registrations for
the community hearing sessions in Morinville, South Edmonton and Spruce Grove, the Commission has
decided to release these venues.

The Edmonton EXPO Centre:

Enclosed is a floor plan of the EXPO Centre and a general map of main roads and LRT stations that
provide access to the EXPO Centre. The Coliseum LRT station is adjacent to the EXPO Centre.

e Parking:
Parking is available at the EXPO Centre. On days when no other events are scheduled, parking is
free. However, on days when other events are scheduled there will be a daily parking fee of $12. At

present, parking charges will apply on the following dates:
