	Test Case description

The test objectives for this test case will test the distributor's ability to process DSRs, DSN, RDSs and RDNs according to new process rules as defined in the AUC Rule 021 V2 (Settlement System Code).

	Background and Storyline
In the next test scenario there are three retailers operating in the market denoted by Retailer A, B and C, where Retailers A and B are competitive Retailers and Retailer C is a Regulated Rate Provider or Default Supplier. 
Retailer A sends DSR - Null (No Specified Date) for DSR Requested De-Select Date. Retailer A sends a RDS after the de-select date and is too late to keep the site. Site goes to Retailer C (RRO)  [Sequence 01]

Retailer A sends DSR < 10 days for the DSR Requested De-Select Date Retailer A revokes on the requested de-select date. Site remains with Retailer A [Sequence 02]

Retailer A sends DSR = 10 days for the DSR Requested De-Select Date. Retailer A does not revoke and Retailer B enrolls site on the same day as the de-select date. Site goes to Retailer B [Sequence 03]

Retailer A sends DSR 11- 59 days for the DSR Requested De-Select Date. Retailer A does not revoke. Distributor sends an SRN and SMC to Retailer C(RRO) and SRO to Retailer A. Site goes to Retailer C (RRO) [Sequence 04]

Retailer A sends DSR to de-select the site with a Requested De-Select Date > 60 calendar days. DSN with a De-Select Notification code 0198 or 0203. Retailer sends new DSR = 60 days, then revokes before de-select date. Site remains with Retailer A. [Sequence 05]

Retailer A sends Requested De-Select Date = 60 calendar days. Retailer B enrolls site prior to the de-select date. Site goes to Retailer B. [Sequence 06]
DSR for a site that has already been deselected. Two DSRs for the same site from the same Retailer arrive on the same date to the distributor. Testing the condition where a retailer experiences a dropchute issue which results in the retailer sending two separate DSR's for the same site. Both DSR's arrive on the same date to the distributor. Outcome: Distributor processes the first DSR. DSN created with transaction status code 0000. Distributor processes the second DSR. DSN created with transaction status code 0202. .[Sequence 07]

Testing the condition where a retailer attempts to update a deselect date by submitting two DSR's for the same site on different dates.  For example the first DSR has a deselect date of May 17 2010.The second DSR has a deselect date of May 9 2010.  Outcome: Distributor processes the first DSR. DSN created with transaction status code 0000. Distributor processes the second DSR. DSN created with transaction status code 0202. .[Sequence 08]
Retailer switch happens on the same day as a DSR is received and Distributor fails the revoke and sends a DSN with a status code for either a pending enrollment or invalid retailer id for site. [Sequence 09 A] - Distributor’s system processes the DSR before the SRR is processed to generate a DSN with a status code for a pending enrollment, for example DSN (8518). [Sequence 09 B] - Process the SRR before the DSR to generate a DSN with a status code for an invalid retailer id for site, for example DSN (0008). [Sequence 09]
This test case will test the distributor's ability to process and manage erroneous enrollments. 

DSR contains Reason Code 0003 “Erroneous Enrollment”, the LSA shall perform the actions in accordance with subsection 7.4 (7) Erroneous Enrollment.[Sequence 10]
Retailer attempts to update a deselect date by submitting a DSR then a revoke and then another DSR for the same site on different dates. [Sequence 11]
